ven in Belgium on July 6th for a 3 nights stay. Capital ofRlemish
Brabant, it is a famous university town, one of the oldedtdiatuniversities
in Europe, founded in 1425 (also known as Louvain) which both Cardinal
Wolsley and Erasmus visited in the 16th century. The town's olhien to
fame is the Stella Artois Brewery, Belgium being well kndiar its food and
beer.

There's plenty to keep a visitor busy in Leuven and a coaclatound
the town gave some of us an idea of what to expect. Aranigdatonders,
especially the 15th c. Town Hall, museums, churches, a divasisynall
shops, the botanical gardens, restaurants, bars, etc.

We stayed at the Holiday Inn, and found on venturing out on the first
evening that a folk music evening was being held in the 3 mainesgaad
we mingled with the local people of all ages and enjoyed WHedyliatmos-
phere of at least 3 bandstands which had been set up.

There was much to photograph among the very elegant buildivgs: t
intricately decorated Town Hall where weddings were being céadumn
Saturday and we took a tour later inside.

The Great Beguinage, a UNESCO World Heritage site, was fduatde
a time when so many men had been killed in the Crusades that thenwom
couldn't find husbands and so decided to set up a sort of commune together
Later it became an alternative community for women who wamtddad a
monastic kind of life; and much later in the 1960s it was bought bytie
versity to house students. A walk around the pleasantly quiet costoéets
of small, mainly 16th and 17th century houses was soothing asabéssire
traffic free, except for bicycles of course!

During the First World War the Germans invaded Leuven, killed a
large number of people and then set fire to the town, including the Sityver

Library. This was rebuilt with donations from many American Ursites
and is a fine building. Many of the buildings in the town wetaiilein the
original style and now bear a plague to commemorate that unhappy event.
Some people ventured further afield and visited differeatgd easily
accessible by train, including Brussels, from which we caught our train home.
Pauline Shockley did an excellent job in organising the trip and
personally | am looking forward to the Kerri and Steinbergep<Cto see
what has been caught on camera!
An enjoyable weekend and a trip well worth making!

A print evening requires the use of the print
easel, often the multi-print display stand and covers for the Emergency
Exit signs. An evening when PDIs are used requires the use of the
covers for the Emergency Exit signs, the small projector stand for the
digital projector, the side table for the laptop computer, the appropriate
extension lead and, of course, the screen. A slide evening requires
similar equipment to be in use but then we need to use the large pro-
jector stand. None of this happens by magic. The club is desperately
in need of a small team to prepare the club room prior to 8 pm and to
see that all equipment is safely away at the close of play. We need a
team of, say, four members (to allow for some diversity) that can be
self-managing and ensure that all this happens. The team would not
be responsible for setting-up the slide projector, the digital projector or
the laptop computer. The members responsible for this work and
those responsible for the public address system including supplying
the speaker with the microphone are already nominated.
