I was very lucky to 
receive a digital camera (1.5 megapixels!) as a present for my 60th birthday, given by fam-
ily and friends.  What a joy � I could now find out immediately that I�d taken a lousy 
photo!  Since then I�ve had a compact camera and then a bridge camera and I have enjoyed 
many hours at the computer, trying to make a silk purse out of a sow�s ear 
(photographically speaking).

Recently my wife and I celebrated our 45th wedding anniversary and she asked me what 
I would like for a present.  No contest there - I opted for a D-SLR camera. Having decided 
on a Panasonic G1, I then trawled the web for the best offer, two days before we were 
going abroad on holiday.  Curry�s Digital were not offering a discount, Jessops were offer-
ing �30 cashback but only had a display model available.  They were willing to reduce the 
price accordingly but discovered the battery was missing from it and had no replacement.  
The next day my wife suggested trying John Lewis.  A quick check on their website indi-
cated they had stock and were offering the cashback deal.  Desperate (if not obsessed) with 
using the new camera on holiday, a quick dash to Bluewater at 9.30pm that evening; be-
fore travelling at 6am the next morning, I secured my latest camera, and it has more than 
lived up to my hopes and expectations.

I�m now primed and ready for the next competition.  Fingers crossed.
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
